Selection Criteria

Ontario Inter-Provincial team members are selected based on a top-three finish at their respective
Ontario Provincial Championship. To be eligible, players must be a current resident of Ontario and be in
good standing.

Tie Breaks
If there is a tie for the third and final spot, the Golf Ontario Tie Breaking Policy will apply.

Team Member Travel Support

Team members are eligible to have their travel expenses (accommodations, airline flights, mileage,
meals, entry fees, practice round/range, caddie/cart fees) reimbursed by Golf Ontario, up to the limits
specified below:

e All Ontario representatives will receive reimbursement of up to $500.

e Ifthe National Championship is hosted outside of Ontario, an additional $500 will be provided.

e Juniorrepresentatives (under 19 years of age as of the National Championship Tournament date)
will receive an additional $500.
